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LEONARD COHEN: A LEGEND IN THE TIME OF GLOBALIZATIO N

The world is constantly changing, so do the pee@pleé our culture. We
live in the time of globalization; we are closeleing citizens of the world.
Some people believe that there are no heroes tlagse no people who could be
an example for the youth or who could change thddvor the better. Is it
really so? | suppose not. Just the heroes chanipe agorld does. Even if we do
not realize it, we live in the time of true legend& are contemporaries of the
people, about whom we can proudly say “I'm glad thHaved when he did, our
time was not too bad”. Such legends can be pdiigi rights activists, religious
leaders, writers, artists or even singers. The rtfaimg about them is the fact
that they can conquer the world with their wordghmir art, they can touch the
souls of any person in any part of the globe, thejprace the world with all its
difficulties and its diversity, they become wortgbns. This report is about such
a man, who was a living legend of our time. He lefta couple of weeks ago
(November, 2016), so let this report be a way tmmemorate him and to help
him live forever.

The person | am going to write about is Leonardéboh a famous singer,
poet, songwriter and novelist. One of the most maiklc, mysterious and
paradoxical figures in all of pop music. A persohoacan be a kind of a mirror
to our modern society with all its complexity, géization and confusion, a
symbol of modern multiculturalism and constant skdor faith. A person who
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seems to have tried so many different things irifeisthat he must have opened
the secret meaning of his (or even our) existence.

| suppose Leonard Cohen is a great example of aimame world of
globalization and multiculturalism. His biographys art, and his troughs were
influenced by a huge variety of different culturésaditions and religions.
Judaism, Buddhism, Hinduism, life in Canada, Gre@oeerica and India, tours
round the world, people from all over the globee-had tried and seen so many
absolutely different things in his life, that hechene a true prophet of our time.

Apart from being influenced by diverse culturesnirall over the world
Cohen himself had a global cultural impact: hismpsenspired composers like
Phillip Glass, his songs became soundtracks to redsdof films (the most
famous must be Cohen’s “Hallelujah” featured in r&ti), his style influenced
many singers from Lana Del Rey to maybe even Siakaov.

Cohen was born in 1934 in Quebec, an English—spgakirea of
Montreal, into a very respectable Jewish familysadmding from the High
Priests of the Temple in Jerusalem, from Aaron,ifeeher of Moses. Leonard
soon realized that he didn’t want to run family ibess and chose a career of a
writer. His first book “Let Us Compare Mythologiesias published in 1956
while Cohen was attending Columbia University aodtained poems written
between the ages of 15 and 20. In 1960, afterdifam some time in London, he
unexpectedly goes to Greece, and soon buys a lwusiee island of Hydra,
where he settles for about six years. At that tthee island was populated by
many foreigners, many artists and writers. During $tay on Hydra Cohen
published collections of poems titled “The SpicexBd Earth” (1961, for this
book Cohen was considered one of the best younty po€anada), “Flowers
for Hitler” (1964) and “Parasites of Heaven” (196@nhd two novels: a
phantasmagoric novel called “The Favorite Game”68)9and “Beautiful
Losers” (1966). Apart from literature he decidesemin a musical career, for
writing was not a financial success and didn’'t grihim much income.
Subsequently, Cohen starts a serious career ass@ianuand songwriter and
published less, with big gaps.

He begins as a folk singer (in the sixties folk wasy popular), hangs
around with Andy Warhol’'s "Factory" (a gatheringapé for artists, writers,
intellectuals and celebrities) and quickly acquivesld success with his first
albums. He presents the public with a new albunoatmavery year, he tours in
Canada, in the U.S., in Europe, in Israel, in Aalsr he experiments with his
style, he writes and performs endlessly. There faage and there was terrible
stress. It is interesting that for Cohen it wageddly hard both to write and to
perform. It took him years to write a song, he wasstantly changing the lyrics
even after the song was recorded for they nevemagefinished to him.
Performing was often a nightmare: he never feltfootable on the stage; if he
was out of the mood he could just cancel the canagint in the middle of it.
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During the 70s and the 80s he released 8 albums$nantdooks, he toured a lot
and became a father of two children. He was popalan too popular.

By the 1994 Cohen realized he could not handlenynere, he was
deeply depressed and totally broken, the “rocK lf¥as overwhelming him. He
stops his career and so begins his spiritual advesit He retreats to a Zen
Center near Los Angeles, where he spends five yafaseclusion and even
becomes a Zen Buddhist monk. During his stay inntle@astery Cohen works
hard, cleans the toilets, cooks for the monks, tagel a lot and writes poems.
He lives in a tiny cabin that he outfitted with affeemaker, a menorah, a
keyboard, and a laptop. The name Cohen took asn& mias “Jikan” which can
be translated as “silence”, and silence he did &nthe monastery but he could
not get rid of depression which haunted him fromddolescence.

After almost six years in the monastery he leavaad soon continues his
spiritual search in India, where he spends aboggaa in talks with important
Hindu teachers and common people, trying to undedsthe concept of single
universal consciousness.

In 2008 after a long break Cohen returns to thgestavhich is no longer
unnerving for him as before. During the 2010s he $everal world tours (he
even has a concert in Russia), he releases anthbenwf new albums, and a
collection of poems “The Book of Longing” (2006)n she base of which in
2008 Cohen has collaboration with a famous compBsdipp Glass. In 2013
Cohen finishes his last tour and settles in Los eédes} where he continues
writing and recording until his late days. His ladbum, titled “You Want It
Darker” was released about two weeks before hishdeghich made it even
more unbelievable.

We can see how many different cultures were agfdreonard Cohen’s
life: first English—speaking Canada, orthodox Jéwiamily, life in Greece
among artists from the whole world, countless caisae almost any part of the
globe, immersion into Zen Buddhism and Hinduismt -seaems that he tried
almost everything! All this diversity, even the seegly opposite things formed
his understanding of the world, enriched his poéimyhis poems we can find
guotations from Torah or Buddhists texts) and b&adthis music (which uses
oriental instruments and melodies).

Is not Leonard Cohen therefore a great example A in the age of
globalization? A person, who travels a lot, me&w® people and discovers new
cultures; who searches for the truth through sgtitpractices and religions
from completely different traditions; who is notafl of something or someone
different, who is open to diversity and dissimitgriwho is ready to understand
other cultures and to the respect their values; 8heeeking new knowledge
which comes through cultural exchange and commtiarta

It is also important to note that Leonard Cohen natslost in this variety
of different and even opposite cultures. In eacthefn he found something that
made him be a whole, self—sufficient and uniquesqerHe didn’t see any real
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contradiction between religions and practices kmew they are just different
ways of finding the truth and understanding self.

| believe that Leonard Cohen’s life can teach usngmortant lesson on
how to live in our controversial time of globalizat. Just like him we should
cross the boundaries made by laws or prejudiced, farget the division
between the habitual and the unknown; we shoulthlé&@m other cultures’
experience and traditions; we should enrich ouesehthrough cultural
communication. Following Leonard Cohen’s examplecar try to see different
cultures as different ways of finding ourselves and place in this world. And
Is not it the only thing we really need for evergamhappiness?

The paper discusses some of environmental probleingastewater
treatment in light industry, influencing the posigp of the local wastewater
treatment and its use. The experimental data onstmption of wastewater
treatment from ions Cr+3 and Cu+ 2 are given .

The modern industrial technologies in the majoatycases take a lot of
resources

as a small amount of the final product requiresehexpenses of resources
and large amounts of waste are formed in the psookproduction. One of the
areas of resource saving , in particular in ligiaustry , is implementation of at
least partial circulating water supply[3].

Of course, it is difficult to implement in the l&atr and fur industry, as
waste water contains suspended sulfides , sulpHatss detergents, chromium
and so on after each operation. Existing wastewatatment technology
involves mixing wastewater from each operationriaeo to neutralize it, and to
obtain pH = 6.5-7.5.

As sorbents it is advisable to use peat of Candttian’Spill Sorb", used
at treatment facilities in Moscow for the removéaheavy metals Cr + 3, Cu +
2, sorbent MIY —C for water purification from irolAbsorbent W" derived
from waste pulp and paper industry for the rema¥arease and oil.
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When studying the adsorption of ions Cr + 3 Cu ef 2vaste water we
used solutions of Cr2 (SO4)3 and a concentraifo@uSO4 1 g / |, and peat
sorbent modified at a temperature of 100 C and@ 7@ 1 hour[1].

Peat is used as a sorbent in the form of 3 fraetitim dimensions:

1st small fraction — 0,561 mm;

2nd medium fraction —1 — 1,4 mm;

3rd large fraction — 1,4— 2mm.

Samples were taken after 30 minutes.

The degree of purification was calculated accordmtipe equation

C=(Cu—-Cki)/Ch,

where Cu — the initial concentration of the solution, g;/(ki — finite
concentration of the solution adopted by the tinterval.

Effect of gran size composition of peat and sorptime of the ions Cr +3
and Cu+2 on the degree of purification are showhable. 1 and Table. 2

As seen from the above results the degree of atdfication from Cr +
3 and Cu+2 ions is not sufficiently high. Thangoresumably be explained by
two reasons. Firstly, Cr + 3 ions in the waterdomf complexes consisting of 2
or more Cr + 3 ions that are absorbed in largelleapis and on the outer
surface of the sorbent. Secondly, by increasingptiéicle size of the sorbent
surface area of sorbents decreases. This can bedafgpmedium and large size
sorbent particles having a large contact surface.

As a result of the absorption of Fe + 3 sorbents@&bent W" from the
pulp industry turned out to be very satisfactorgce swelling occurred during
mixing and grinding of the sorbent. That is, th@b&nt required additional
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water filtration. In other experiments with petnohe capture "Absorbent W"
was quite effective and could withstand multipleleg of squeezing oil (5-7
cycles).

Thus, for trapping ions Cr + 3 Cu + 2 from tannesgstewater we can
use adsorbents obtained by modified peat provitted of the best temperature
modifications will be determined by that providée tgreatest specific surface
area.

Industrial
materials used for the fabrication of “hard” goodsich as machines and
equipment are produced for industry and consunaése, for “soft” goods, such
as clothes, foods, chemicals and pharmaceuticals

Hand processing is as old as civilization, busitmportant today. Since
previous years, materials—processing methods, igpobs, and machinery have
greatly changed and improved.

Manufacturing processes that transform materidts parts and products
start immediately after the raw materials are eidwracted from minerals or
produced from basic chemicals or natural substances

The processes used to transform raw materials fintshed products
perform two major functions: first, they form theatarial into right shape;
second, they alter or improve the properties oihtlagerial.

There are two primary types to transform and shppelucts—those
performed on the material in a liquid state andséhperformed on the material
in a solid or plastic condition. The processingnadterials in liquid form is
usually called casting when it involves metalssglaand ceramics; it is known
as molding when applied to plastics and some atbemetallic materials. There
are a number of metal—-cutting processes. In almbisbf them, machining
involves the forcing of a cutting tool against thaterial to be shaped. The tool,
which is harder than the material to be cut, reradiie unwanted material in the
form of chips.

Thus, the elements of machining are a cutting @&\aaneans for holding
and positioning the work piece, and usually a kedont (or cutting oil). Another
further alteration may be “joining,” the processpefmanently, sometimes only
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temporarily, bonding or attaching materials to eather. The properties of
materials can be further altered by hot or coldattreents, by mechanical
operations, and by exposure to some forms of nadiatThe property
modification is usually brought about by a change¢hie microscopic structure
of the material. Both heat—treating, involving tergiures above room
temperature, and cold-treating, involving tempeestdelow room temperature,
are included in this category. [3]

Finally, “finishing” processes may be employedrtodify the surfaces of
materials in order to protect the material agauhsterioration by corrosion,
oxidation, mechanical wear or deformation; to pdevispecial surface
characteristics such as reflectivity, electricalnauoctivity or insulation, or
bearing properties; or to give the material spetgmiorative effects.

Because not only objects, but all of life must lesigned.

Another possible origin of design is discernable¢he late 18th century.
During the Enlightenment, many rulers tried to ioye their states and educate
their subjects according to their perceptions a theal. To that end, they
trained artists, craftspeople, and producers, vibilgwing the ancient Greek
model, were meant to make objects for everyday theeeby strengthening the
economy and cultivating “good taste” in the popaladn the design of these
objects, the desire for economic growth was contbiweh moral goals. The
rulers’ humanistic ideals were meant to be passedoahe subjects through
everyday objects. This linking of the moral andrexoic reappears in almost all
later periods of design.

Perhaps, however, design traces its origins to 1B century. The
Industrial Revolution enabled a previously unthinlkkamass production; but
industry was not quick to find its own formal lamge. Instead, its products
imitated the appearance of old, mostly handcrafesds.

The criticism of industrialization put forth by & movements dealt not
only with questions of materiality and design, also their social consequences.
Large parts of the population were impoverishedhat time, with slum-like
settlements emerging in the rapidly growing citi8sipporters of the reform
movements saw a connection between products’ drestifgpearance and the
social conditions of their production.

They aspired not only to a renaissance of craftsimanbut to a process
of renewal in society as a whole. They thereforeamby created workshops for



158

the design and manufacture of innovative furnitima, conducted experiments
on a larger scale—because not only objects, bof &ft must be designed.

Another conception of design has its origins ineéady 20th century. The
reconciliation of designers with industrial-scal®quction began even before
World War |. Rather than positioning themselvesimgaindustry, designers
increasingly aimed to produce high—quality, aesth#y beautiful, material—
worthy objects under industrial conditions. Witmétionalism—which saw form
and function as inextricably linked—on the risegytleven came to see industry
and factories as key tools for creating a betteresp.

This period, retrospectively referred to as theassical modern», sought
to overcome social inequalities through designallgeeveryone should benefit
from technical progress; well-designed productsikhoo longer be accessible
only to the upper classes, but to the entire pdiomaAn important proponent
of this school of thought was the Bauhaus, whicst filedged a new unity of art
and technology («Kunst und Technik—eine neue Einmheand later devoted
itself to the needs of the people as opposed tadkd for luxury («Volksbedarf
statt Luxusbedarf»).

After World War II, design remained oriented towandiustry, largely
bidding farewell to its old ideological goals anspaations for improving the
world. The idea was no longer to create a “new n@nhore just society, but to
repair a world destroyed and dazed by war. Gone2 waology and utopian
goals, replaced by economic needs and the aimowiding greater society with
a steady supply of consumer goods. In both EastVdest, the goal was the
happiness assured by a comfortable everyday lifmptete with an apartment,
washing machine, refrigerator, and car for everyone

Today, design has gone far beyond its simple agigsa craft to develop
powerful new ways for people to interact with theorld, emphasizing
experience, not technology. Moreover, it has ewblveo a way of thinking, of
problem discovery, and of enhancing the lives dividuals, the experience of
the workforce, and even the health of the planet these new developments
compatible with the craft traditions of the old? &Vis the future of design? We
are at a fork: Which path should we take?

| would like to answer these questions. It is iesting to know about
design as a craft in a world of new tools, materiand manufacturing methods.

The path toward design as a craft is already wallaged. Design schools
across the world have developed studio classesksiwops, and ways of
mentoring that produce brilliant results.

But the future of the craft of a craft has many reawas to be explored
and developed. There will be new forms of manufaeiy new materials, new
types of companies and communities. All sorts off m@portunities for design
will appear, some exotic forms of interaction, sofm@and new forms of
experience, and some a rethinking of existing as/and services.
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With the powerful drawing and tools for fabricatiomany self-trained
people will start designing. This provides an opaity to teach workshops, to
mentor, and to be ready to take over when profeatitielp is needed.
Commercial projects will always need skilled desigr but with the emergence
of a maker's society, where many untrained peogsegd things for their own
use, | can imagine a thriving network of desigivein® offer assistance. Much as
interior designers help people furnish their honsEsnetimes offering advice,
sometimes taking on the entire job, designersaisid find new opportunities to
practice their craft in new ways.

Note that the traditional style of education nowgticed in colleges and
universities across the world is undergoing rewisiofe—long learning is now
possible through the emergence of on-line coursed #or the design
community, the emergence of makers' communitiegrevthe modern tools of
design and fabrication are available for all, wattwide variety of educational
workshops, tutorials, and mentoring.

Designers can provide lectures, workshops, andhtogsessions. Formal
grades and degrees are no longer necessary. Sarses@nd workshops will
have certificates, but these are not always neebedple will take them to
learn.

These courses and workshops offer a good oppaoyrtémitdesigners to
demonstrate their professional skills and abiljtielsich will invariably give rise
to a demand for more services, for full-time workadl sorts of projects, some
small, some large. What better way to find newntiehan to demonstrate the
style of work through workshops? Workshops andfasate courses are not just
for the amateurs in marker's communities: they Wél in demand inside the
company as well as a fundamental part of corp@dteation.

The path of design as a method of thought is les®ldped. It is being
taught in only a few places, each of which strugdgtedetermine how best to do
it. It is probably most successful in schools ofnaigement, where numerous
senior designers now teach.

Why has it found a home here? Because people iragesment already
struggle with the problems of the world, so fornthelesign thinking offers a
powerful new tool. But design thinking deservedféetent home, one divorced
from the primary economic emphasis of today's slshob management and
business.

Design thinkers can move upward within organizatidrelping form
company strategy and helping select new directioh&ffort. Designers as
thinkers can start playing senior roles in manageniar beyond what designers
as craftspeople can do.

As the future of design unfolds, as both forksha toad are explored, it
may not be necessary to choose one or the othemy Maople already are
comfortable in both roles. After all, many of totkaynost prominent design
thinkers started off as professionally trained tsgagople.
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Finally, | would like to tell about up—to—date madds, which are useful
for designers in fashion industry.

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WHAT IS POTTERY?
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(Texnomnoruu. {u3zaiin. MickyccTBo)

Potters have been forming vessels from clay baddiemillions of years.
When nomadic man settled down and discoveredtfieefiring of clay pots was
not far behind. Pinch pots, made from balls of ¢rdg which fingers or thumbs
are inserted to make the opening, may have beefirthepottery. Coil pots,
formed from long coils of clay that are blendedeibgr, were not far behind.
These first pots were fired at low temperaturesvaack thus fragile and porous.
Ancient potters partially solved this by burnishitige surfaces with a rock or
hard wood before firing. These low—temperaturedfippts were blackened by
these fires. Decoration was generally the resulh@sions or insertions of tools
into soft clay. Early potters created objects tbatild be used for practical
purposes, as well as objects that representedféngiity gods. [1]

Pottery is the ceramic material which makes upepptivares. It is clay
that is modeled, dried, and fired, usually withlazg or finish, into a vessel or
decorative object. Clay is a natural product dugmfrthe earth, which has
decomposed from rock within the earth's crust foillions of years.
Decomposition occurs when water erodes the roggls it down, and deposits
them. [2]

Pottery is made by forming a clay body into objextta required shape
and heating them to high temperatures in a kilns iimportant to note that a
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clay body is not the same thing as clay. Clay bodiee clay mixed with

additives that give the clay different propertieeew worked and fired; thus
pottery is not made from raw clay but a mixtureclafy and other materials.[2]
A clay body can be decorated before or after firiRgior to some shaping
processes, clay must be prepared. Kneading helpsdore an even moisture
content throughout the body. Air trapped within ttlay body needs to be
removed. This is called de—airing and can be actishgal by a machine called
a vacuum pug or manually by wedging. Clay may beetied by hand or with

the assistance of a potter's wheel, it can be smlpoured into a mold and
dried, or cut and stamped into squares or slabs.

There are several materials that are referred tags The properties of
the clays differ, including: Plasticity, the maltgl#ty of the body; the extent to
which they will absorb water after firing; and stkage, the extent of reduction
in size of a body as water is removed. Differeatydbodies also differ in the
way in which they respond when fired in the kilrioP to some shaping
processes, clay must be prepared. Each of theeeedif clays are composed of
different types and amounts of minerals that detenthe characteristics of
resulting pottery. There can be regional variatiamsthe properties of raw
materials used for the production of pottery, amd tan lead to wares that are
unique in character to a locality. It is common é¢tays and other materials to be
mixed to produce clay bodies suited to specifigppaes. A common component
of clay bodies is the mineral kaolinite. Other nmaleeompounds in the clay may
act as fluxes which lower the verification temperatof bodies. There is a list
of different types of clay used for pottery.

Throwing on the Wheel

Making pottery on the wheel seems to be the masigmizable forming
technique. A pottery wheel is a device that spnosiiad at various speeds. Clay
Is attached to the wheel head and is shaped witldishar tools as it spins
around.[3]

Slab Pots

Clay is rolled, cut, stretched, or pressed flatteate slabs. These slabs
can be cut into shapes, joined together, or altesddrm vessels or sculptural
pieces.

Coil Pots

Clay can be rolled, cut, or extruded into long rdike coils.

Extruding Pots and Parts

Clay is pushed through a die which can create ,csiifgos or even hollow
forms.

Using Ceramic Molds

A mold is usually an absorbent surface in the shafpéhe inside or
outside of the pot to be formed.

Surface Decoration

Some potters consider texture or carving to beasartiecoration. This is
technically true and makes sense. Some technigaesre the decorating to be
done before the pot is bisque fired. Many techrsgae applied to bisque fired
pots. Potters often use multiple decorating tealsgon a single pot. Some of
the techniques below can also be combined withnigales to alter the clay
above. [3]

Glaze

A mixture of materials that, when fired, will mednd fuse to the clay,
usually creating a glassy surface. Glaze, aftechieg the proper temperature,
usually becomes a hard, glassy surface on thetoapcrease the aesthetic
properties and/or the functional properties. Ttaeeother techniques similar to
glazing or are often combined with glazing.

Atmospheric Decoration

When pots are fired, sometimes the air surroundingm carries
chemicals which land on the pots in the kiln oraggar. These chemicals can
melt to the pot and often produce interesting nmj a range of surface texture
and incredible colors. Results are often more ramtt@an applying only glaze to
the pot. Chemicals that can become part of a pdahgldiring include: Ash,
Soda, Salt, Other chemicals, Natural materials,kei@arbon, Cold Finishes.

A cold finish is any material that can be appliedat pot, usually for
decorative purposes, which doesn’t require anotivang. Common cold
finishes include: any kind of paint, many kindswx, shoe polish, stains, dye,
glue, sap, metal leaf, sealers... really you coulgust about anything.

Firing Pottery

There are numerous ways to fire pottery. The way #hpot is fired will
be one of the main factors in the look of the fueid pot. You could fire the
same pot in two different kilns or even two diffiera@areas of the same kiln and
get completely different results.

Pottery Kilns

Kiln

An insulated chamber which can reach and mainemmpératures high
enough to change clay and glaze into a permangattob

Kilns are often categorized or described by featsieh as:

Source of heat — electricity, natural gas, propamsmod, other
combustibles.

Material — hard brick, soft brick, ceramic fiber.
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Air flow — updraft, down—draft, cross—draft.

Shape — catenary arch, sprung arch, single—chamioéti--chamber, oval,
octagon, car, train, snake, etc.

Atmosphere — neutral, oxidation, reduction.

Common Kilns and Firing Styles

Electric Kilns — Often made out of soft bricks, ady an oxidation or
neutral atmosphere, heated by coils carrying et#gtr

Gas Kilns — propane or natural gas, often usedctoese a reduction
atmosphere.

Wood Kilns — most are larger than electric and lgkss, heated by wood
combustion.

Pit Firing — pots are placed in a pit or barrelnglavith wood, sawdust
and other combustibles.

Saggars — containers that hold, protect, or creaique atmospheres
around individual pots while firing.

Raku — the kiln is opened mid—fire and red hot pares removed and
placed in combustible material to achieve uniqueratteristics.

Finishing the Pots

After the kiln has cooled and pots are removed somes a little extra
work is involved. Results don’t always turn outeagected or the process can
leave undesirable qualities on a pot. Sometimestagn be fixed or re—fired.
Sometimes it is a lost cause. If you make enougé yau'll eventually get to try
some of the following: Cleaning, Grinding bottonfSanding rough spots,
Polishing, Re—Firing, Further alterations to figrgoks, Smashing the really bad
pots.

So it is possible to consider the @mion between the linguistic
base of existence and political life, because ladis¢ spheres are obviously
interconnected. The role of a language in polity,foundation, policy aims are
the questions which occur during the process aéstigation of this theme.

The language and the policy are the two terms, i@ inextricably
intertwined with each other. The political actianthe speech act initially and
political processes are the communicative processastructed mostly by a
language.

The policy language can be considered as a relrablns or instrument
of political influence and also as a sphere of pbétical communication and
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political discourse. In the first case one strivas accomplishment of his/her
purposes, in the second one political languagespkayrole of the special
politico—cultural material of the existence of @émgent of policy. It presents “the
fundamental structure of political communication”.

The language of policy is the formation of publipimmon by way of
words manipulation, pre—election campaigning anliary propaganda.

The pre—election campaigning is a rather complecaiscess. During
their speech the political figures should urge éhectors to adopt a political
stance on candidates and meet the citizen’s suppaatyzing the speech of the
politicians, it is possible to educe some linggistianipulations, which are used
by them to gain the audience's support. The purpbfiee agitation texts is not
only to inform the electors, but also to influethem. A positive image of the
candidate is created by different strategic antict@oints. The opposition of the
candidates is the result of struggle in the prestele race. Such a process is
reflected in the strategy of discreditation “frielod foe” or even “self and
others”.

The very strategy of effort to discredit someonthesset of the following
tactics:

1. The tactics of accusation. It means imputatiomisdeeds.

2. The tactics of insult. It is causing resentmgehtsniliation without
any evidence.

3. The tactics of the impersonal accusation. Thesgme who is
condemned, often is not indicated. Such a backgroakes all the deeds of the
speaker positive.

In general, these tactics are oriented to detnaatiointellectual, moral,
professional and physical qualities of the oppon&uch way can help in
creating the image of the enemy and formation rdégative reaction.

As for agitation texts, it is necessary to say thatcenter of booklets is
the candidate’s promise to make people’s livesbetthe political texts have all
the possibilities to manipulate. The main purposesists of such things as the
elector faith in promises and voting for the caatkd

The promises are actualized in four meanings:

1. Intention
2. Desire
3. Striving
4, Oath

However, direct promises are missing.

Intention is the purpose of addressant to actuaarae action, however
the real commitment an obligation is missing. Varbthe imperative (with the
meaning of future) are used in such a model: “Makerica Great Again” [3].

Desire is the establishment of hostile environmeurtitich the candidate
wants to change. This model is presented by carigiruof “want/wish/can +
infinitive™: “I want to tell the world community tht while we will always put
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America’s interests first, we will deal fairly withveryone, with everyone — all
people and all other nations” [3].

Striving is the tenacity of addressant to obtairesult at all costs. This
model is met in the phrases like “I will embark'Weé will embark upon a
project of national growth and renewal. | will hass the creative talents of our
people and we will call upon the best and brightedéverage their tremendous
talent for the benefit of all” [3].

Oaths are the most effective way of influence. pheases like “on my
oath”, “swear by all that is holy” are not usedcéase it is the high style.
However, there is a substitution of these phragethd closest in the meaning:
“I pledge to every citizen of our land that | wileé president for all Americans,
and this is so important to me” [3].

The lexical evaluating means are the most commabg. characterization
of the candidate is always positive, but the oppbrseshown only in a negative
manner. Such tendency is observed in pre—electawkléts, actualizing the
strategy of presentation. On the morphologic lesgech influence is often
presented by verbs, numerals, adjectives, pronandgarticles. Numerals have
the image of unemotional level of information, buklection campaigning they
become a source of verbal expression. Pronoungeaydrequently used in oral
speech.

The impact of rhetorical questions includes theughts that cannot be
said by a person directly.

Summarizing the results of mentioned above, itlmamconcluded, that all
these syntactic, morphological and lexical featuoésthe texts of political
advertising create particular stylistic effectisltfocused on bringing the idea of
the positive image of the candidate and negativagenof the competitive
opponent home to the electors.

These objects may be complex industrial landscaped) as buildings, small
indoor objects or theatrical stages. By using seed software, a two— or
three—dimensional object is spatially mapped on winial program which
mimics the real environment it is to be projected ©he software can interact
with a projector to fit any desired image onto theface of that object. This
technique is used by artists and advertisers altke can add extra dimensions,
optical illusions, and notions of movement ontovpoasly static objects. The
video is commonly combined with, or triggered bydi to create an audio—
visual narrative [2].

Let's say a few words about the method. After tbgect which will be
projected on is chosen or created, software is tsadap the corners of the
video to the surfaces. First, one must choose riegeés or video to project.
Then, place each video on to its designated surfAtternatively one may
choose to map the entire scene in 3D and attenfect and mask the image
back onto its framework. The next step is define "masking,” which means
using opacity templates to actually "mask" the esh@pes and positions of the
different elements of the building or space of ectipn. In 3D Mapping,
coordinates need to be defined for where the oligeptaced in relation to the
projector, the XYZ orientation, position, and lespgecification of the projector
have to result to a determined virtual scene [2].

The feet of young children are soft and pliableabaormal pressure can easily
cause the foot to deform [2, p.202]. The analys$iditerature data shows that
the problem of improving the quality of domesticildren's shoes is an
important task, the solution of which is largelyated to ensuring the normal
functioning and development of the child's foot.afeees of physical
development of children are determined by the cemphorphological and
functional data. Physical development of a mamésresult of the influence of
genetic factors, environmental factors and so@atdions.

Currently, the research of morphofunctional chamastics of the
organism of children at an early age has receile attention despite the fact
that the period witnesses the formation of funal@ystems of the child's motor
skills.

The shoes the children wear are critical to theierall health. The
physiological rational use of footwear from earlyildhood, when the child
begins to walk is of great importance for preventithe development of
deformations of the lower extremities, disordergos$ture and static—dynamic
functions. Anybody who has ideal feet counts hifnfwtunate, because most
people don't. In this regard, many researchersebelihat childhood is critical
for the occurrence of flatfoot. Flat feet lead totfier malformations: to toes
crossing over one another; to hammer toes, whereabts of the toes lift and
buckle so that they are bent at an angle; or tordeftions of the balls of the
foot in which the angle between the big toe andrni&tatarsal bone is sharply
reduced. All these changes are accompanied by magdef the skin and corns
[1, p.25]. Therefore, preventive measures shouldalken in childhood. The
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main one, as indicated by scientists, is the supplghildren with shoes based
on anatomical and physiological data.

Various anthropo — and visiometric parameters altowcalculate the
indices indicating the development of certain motpgical and functional
qualities of an organism that play an importang riol its adaptation to physical
loads. There are many approaches to solving thiglgms of conservation and
health care, but the question about the feat@fe@natomo—functional
properties of children's feet, depending on boghefyand age, variant anatomy
of the foot within the same age group remains wesbl There is insufficient
information on the delimitation of the age charastis of the foot.

The weight of shoes in the group of physiologicaperties of children's
shoes is a significant indicator [3, p 127]. Techhiregulations limit standard
weight of the shoe for preschool age group depgndm the purpose of the
shoe: for casual shoes weight should be no more 388 grams, for summer
shoes — not more than 200 g., for the home — 7@gr&uch factors as the type
of shoes and method of sole attachment are nat take consideration.

After a series of experiments we came to a cormfuthat a heavy shoe
requires additional energy consumption when thédahnioves, thus increasing
the fatigue and discomfort. These factors previeattealthy development of
feet. Consequently, the problem of improving thsigie quality of children's
shoes is of great significance. Thus, to ensurehidwdthy development and
comfort of the foot the actual scientific and preait task is to conduct
theoretical and experimental studies aimed at impgpproperties of children's
shoes in terms of anthropometric and physiologioahpliance.

In conclusion we can say that anthropometric indisaare a complex of
morphological and functional data characterizing dlge and sex characteristics
of physical development [4, p 82].

In the condition of modern world globalization, wwkes and languages
have a significant impact on each other. In todayosld English has already
become the most important and international langudge to the great changes
of words structure others languages has happenelliding Russian, which
differs from the others by its inconstancy and afaifity. And it is all logical, as
modern speech is the part of our life which is iagpicable to follow.

Thus, the Russian language has a unique ability"alosorb”, to
incorporate a variety of elements of speech fromeolanguages. Such elements
have the name of "borrowing". The borrowed vocabuleflects the facts of
ethnic contacts, social, economic and culturalditletween linguistic groups.
Especially, because of this reason Russian isgrionkeep up with the times
and not lag behind other countries, therefore @Rlssian language can be met
the borrowed words from languages such as Frenelm&h, Spanish, Italian
and etc., but in any case, the English languagepoes a leading position. The
borrowings have a large dynamics of the usagevat the world and have its
own character. So, sometimes borrowings play atigesiole in forming and
developing of language, but sometimes — a negabie But nevertheless,
special concern is caused by the fact that bormgsviand their derivatives in
increasing frequency occur in the daily speech ofi@nn youth. Due to, there is
a sensitive issue about preserving a culturalsbas$i language, and also
elimination of tendencies of illiterate use of laage. [1, c.146]

The problem of using borrowings in the speech afngpgeneration is one
of the most popular questions among linguists assiu is influenced by the
other languages, for many Russian native speakersnbdern speech can be
unclear. [2, page 27] Interest of the youth in Esfiglincreases every year
therefore the use of anglicisms becomes more amd fashionable tendency. A
conclusion arises by itself, the Russian young [@edp/ to be closer to
American culture , which is one of the main reasohasage loan words from
English. The second much important reason is lagguavailability, that is
presently English has the status of internatioaafliage, being obligatory for
studying at schools, universities and special ifaasl The third reason, and
perhaps the brightest — popularity among and peexal of language in any
field of human activity, particularly the youngegrgeration. The youth began to
join the contemporary art where the most widespesatihigh—quality music, is
used mostly in English. Common situation with theematography, as more
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and more young people watch movies in English whth purpose to develop
language, to learn its features and to understhadctiture native speakers,
moreover sometimes just for pleasure. When watchimgvies in other

language, willy — silly your subconsciousness epts manners of heroes,
including features of their speech. [3] Also, extidms on the contemporary art
which are showed in Russia have the influence aptation loans in the speech
of youth: for the description of pictures, prograwf actions, authors and
various quotes use Russian, and for tourists reptehe second option — in
English. But youth, attending these exhibitionsfgne to be as the tourist to
keep up to date (popularity) and uses descriptio@sforeign language, for the
purpose of development and improvement their skiflshe foreign speech.
Certainly this tendency concerns also other fieldgouths and peoples activity.

Let's consider it on the example of hip—hop cultushich has been
becoming more and more popular in our country eviy. Let's look on the
dance part of the hip—hop, as now almost all yop@gple want to be best, so
they confident that if you can move your body caatl interesting (showing the
music your's body), you become popular on the ggrivetween a lot of friends,
peoples, classmates and ect. That is why a newedselwols are opened and
spread so fast in our country now, not only betwisenyouth, it's for children
or older generation too. The same situation with fp—Hop shops, which are
spread very fast, too. For example, 21 shop, MeesBuHip—Hop, Funky street (
it is clothes shop), there are music records sheesial graffity market, shop
with musician instrument and ect.

Respectively, the youth in increasing frequencyifsetp get used to this
culture and to adapt it in our country. But thexea big question — where is it
from ? Hip—hop — (rusXun—xom) — the cultural direction which arose in the
environment of working class of New York on Novemhi@, 1974. The DJ of
Afrika Bambaata determined by the first five pidlanip—hopeultury: Mcing
(rus. smcumnr), DJing (rus.oumxsunr), a breaking (rusopeiikunr), Graffiti
writing (rus.rpadduru) and knowledge (a certain philosophy). Other eleme
include a beatboxing, hip—hop—fashion and a slggjg.

So, now we see that all went from America, theeefine youth which is
fond of this culture, not so important in what pamyway, begins to adapt to
norms of this sutulture like: to fashion, gestures, interests of imumovies and
especially speech, namely “slang”. A slang — sethefwords and expressions
used by representatives of special groups, praflessand etc. and aspects of a
layer of speaking vocabulary, irrelevant to norrhbterary language. [5]

Thus, the young people are actively developingrtiveicabulary, on
account borrowings from English, which can be unilerrules or outside of it.
But this loan words often lead to occurrence oflogism, that is the young
people take a some word or phrases from English cuachge it by adding
suffixes, endings or postfix or something like thed finally the language is
improved and new words are here. For example, Rdnskeii; sample =commun
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(the piece of composition used by the DJ for comatown ); freestyle =
dpucraiin (a reading of the improvised text which is thougpton the run) ; tag
= mr ( the sign below the picture composition), andoalgreetings,
characteristics of people and expression of emstf@d¢hatsup, Bye, Hi, Respect
etc.). [7]

All this is actively used among youth now, and farthhrough them
extends to more senior generations, and it is plesgn younger. So, in
language neologisms in high gear extend and app&snlogisms — the latest
words which didn't enter an active lexicon yet. [Aese words are being
actively develop in system of Russian as a slang wegular borrowings
(anglicisms). Is it bear a positive shade on onglege or negative? For sure,
all this allows language to evolve, keep up to datd to keep in touch with
other cultures and the people, to fill up a langudgxicon. But here you
shouldn't forget that the use in the speech of suafds and replacement of
synonymous Russian words by the English, can resultindistinct
understanding of value of these words, that is |gebegin to use inexact words
that leads to misstatement of the speech.

In conclusion it is necessary to tell that processborrowing of the
English words, on a basis of creation of new wandRussian increases every
year. This process becomes inevitable, hencenecgssary to accept it and to
try improving it, as our century of the Internedaechnologies doesn't give us
the choice, but to create new words, to borrow tHeam other languages.
Because of this it is important to pay special rit& on this process, to
undertake any measures on language so it wastithyaid, and on the contrary
was enriched, improved that will lead to expansibrinuman thinking, growth
of knowledge and active development of this theme.

Cave drawing is the first way to transfer and stofermation, which
were invented by people. The oldest rock figuré@s800 years. It is in the
caves of El Castillo, Altamira and Tito Bustillay the North of Spain. It is
represented as a red circle (or point), more refoguntes represent silhouettes of
hand, images of animals and hunting.

In Mesopotamia mobile tight cylinder was used teate the impression
on clay tablets. At the same time, in China andpgEgmall stamps to print
different patterns on fabric were used. Gradu#itigse stamps were replaced by
larger ones and made of wood. In China, such staveps used to be printed on
silk. One of the first images were flowers, contagnonly three colors.

Tablets with hieroglyphics were found at the site the Harappan
civilization in the Indus valley, they can righthe considered the very first, and
they were maked with the use of the latest printeghnologies. One of the
tablets with the longest inscription contains 34relsters.

In 131 BC, the first newspaper in the world was Atwta Diurna (Latin
for ‘Daily Acts’). It was the official notice in #¢ Roman Empire. This
newspaper was published every day, but these cuaitdns were carved on
stone or metal, not writtern on paper. To dispets®ughout the Roman
Empire, scribes made copies from these plates antltekem throughout the
state. Other information carriers in the Roman Eepiere scrolls.

In the second century a resident of China namedLTsainvented paper.
It was made from a mixture of water, bark of mulipdree and bamboo fibers,
after which the mixture was separated with a woddeh

Alongside with the development of printing techrequhe technique of
print coping from one place to another was alsocetiged. silk with Buddha
images made with stencils was discovered. Thisidat@fers to the 10-13th
century. The first image replaced in such a way fdaddha image. It was on
the parchment, and then it was transferred to tlkefabric using a special
technique. There were punched holes along the lMé¢he picture. The image
was put on the fabric by a stiff brush. This methomlld not be called
traditional, but it was an important stage in thevelopment of screen
technology. Through the silk routes the method s@ead among other Asian
cultures.

There are two methods of making a stencil — teraglstiock™” and "cuts.

Next stage in the development of fabric printingswavented in Japan.
Paper stencils used for printing on textiles idechKatagami. It was first used
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to decorate leather goods such as stirrups andiowvalrelmets. They
subsequently began to be used for printing ontoidadnd allowed to achieve
great success in the development of the kimonamltOnto fabric through a
stencil special rice paste was superimposed byffabstish, then a cloth was
immersed in the Indigo dye.

They made kimono, bedding, work cketi@riginally the fabric
was plain, but then the dragon decorated it withous ornaments located
primarily on blue background.

In the middle Ages, samurai, and crusaders usimpltes designed the
armours, banners and other ammunition. The scraehng method was used
to produce the first banknotes in the 5th centarghina.

Warriors
decorated their armor by a new method: the image pested into a grid of
human hair or hair of animal stretched on a fraBexause of this, the image
was kept together in all parts.

The Indian turn gave it to the
British, when the British conquered India.
